HOW TO USE THIS CERTIFICATE OF IMMUNIZATION 
 

The medical provider that gave the vaccinations may record the dates directly on this form (check marks are not 
acceptable) and certify them by signing the signature section. Combination vaccines should be listed individually, per 
each component of the vaccine. A different medical provider, local health department official, school official, or child 
care provider may transcribe onto this form and certify vaccination dates from any other record which has the 
authentication of a medical provider, health department, school, or child care service.  
 
 

Only a medical provider, local health department official, school official, or child care provider may sign 
‘Record of Immunization’ section of this form. This form may not be altered, changed, or modified in any way.  
 

Notes: 
 

1. When immunization records have been lost or destroyed, vaccination dates may be reconstructed for all vaccines 
except varicella, measles, mumps, or rubella. 

 
2. Reconstructed dates for all vaccines must be reviewed and approved by a medical provider or local health 

department no later than 20 calendar days following the date the student was temporarily admitted or retained. 
 

3. Blood test results are NOT acceptable evidence of immunity against diphtheria, tetanus, or pertussis 
(DTP/DTaP/Tdap/DT/Td).   
 

4. Blood test verification of immunity is acceptable in lieu of polio, measles, mumps, rubella, hepatitis B, or 
varicella vaccination dates, but revaccination may be more expedient.   

 
5. History of disease is NOT acceptable in lieu of any of the required immunizations, except varicella. 

 
 

CERTIFICATION INFORMATION 
 

The following excerpt from the DHMH Code of Maryland Regulations (COMAR) 10.06.04.03 applies to schools: 
 
“A preschool or school principal or other person in charge of a preschool or school, public or private, may not 
knowingly admit a student to or retain a student in a:  
(1) Preschool program unless the student's parent or guardian has furnished evidence of age appropriate immunity 

against Haemophilus influenzae, type b, and pneumococcal disease;  
(2) Preschool program or kindergarten through the second grade of school unless the student's parent or guardian has 

furnished evidence of age-appropriate immunity against pertussis; and  
(3) Preschool program or kindergarten through the 12th grade unless the student's parent or guardian has furnished 

evidence of age-appropriate immunity against: (a) Tetanus; (b) Diphtheria; (c) Poliomyelitis; (d) Measles 
(rubeola); (e) Mumps; (f) Rubella; (g) Hepatitis B; and (h) Varicella.” 

 
Please refer to the “Minimum Vaccine Requirements for Children Enrolled in Pre-school Programs and in 
Schools” to determine age-appropriate immunity for preschool through grade 12 enrollees.  The minimum vaccine 
requirements and DHMH COMAR 10.06.04.03 are available at www.EDCP.org  (Immunization). The requirement for 
hepatitis B and Varicella vaccine is a “progressive” regulation in which another successive grade(s) become covered by 
the regulation with each new school year.  
 
Age-appropriate immunization requirements for licensed childcare centers and family day care homes are based on the 
Department of Human Resources COMAR 07.04.01.29A, 07.04.02.44A and COMAR 07.04.05.34A.  DHR COMAR 
and the “Age-Appropriate Immunizations Requirements for Children Enrolled in Child Care Programs” 
guidelines chart are available at www.EDCP.org  (Immunization).

School Uniform Guidelines 

 
Rosedale Baptist School has adopted a uniform policy as a means of building character and distinction in the lives 
of our students. The policy is intended to serve as a tool to promote student self-respect, lessen peer pressure, 
maintain an atmosphere consistent with our instructional goals, promote student unity, and help our students have a 
positive testimony for Christ in our community. 
 
1. Girls in Pre-K through 4th grades – Navy blue jumpers (hem length: mid-calf or lower), White short-sleeved 

or long-sleeved shirts with Peter Pan (rounded) collars, Navy blue cardigan sweater, Navy blue socks, and 
school shoes purchased from Flynn & O’Hara (see information below).  

 
2. Girls in 5th through 12th grades – Khaki skirts (hem length: bottom of the knee or lower), Navy blue short-

sleeved or long-sleeved polo-style shirts, Navy blue cardigan or pullover sweater, Navy blue socks, and 
school shoes purchased from Flynn & O’Hara (see information below).   

 
3. Boys in Pre-K through 4th grades – Navy Blue uniform pants, White polo-style, short-sleeved or long-sleeved 

shirts, Navy blue cardigan sweater, Navy Blue socks, and school shoes purchased from Flynn & O’Hara (see 
information below).  

 
4. Boys in 5th through 12th grades – Khaki uniform pants, Navy Blue polo-style, short-sleeved or long-sleeved 

shirt, Navy blue cardigan or pullover sweater, Navy Blue socks, and school shoes purchased from Flynn & 
O’Hara (see information below).  

 
5. Physical Education Attire (3rd through 12th grades): Students will be given information on P.E. attire during 

the first week of each school year.
